ON-GOING CAPITAL PROJECT UPDATE

DISCUSSION Terminal ground breaking was held on 5/10. All permits are in place. The USDA

Loan application has been submitted and is in the review process at USDA headquarters. Our pre-application for the
NBRC Transit for Timber Grant was accepted and we were asked to submit a full application but for 2.5 million.

We will be going for the maximum amount $5 million. Bob Clark and myself met with the DECD Commissioner last week
to solicit his support. MDOT has also been in contact with DECD voicing their support for the application and the project.
We have completed the schematic design and the initial cost estimate for a 12,000 sq-ft facility. We are still higher than
the budget and are looking to trim things down.
